The company has received order from Settlement 
commission for above disclosures and the Effect of the said order passed has been 
given in the Financial Results for the quarter ended 31st March, 2020. Out of the said 

· undisclosed income, Rs. 25.70 crores has been shown under the head 'Other Income' 
instead of showing under the head 'Exceptional Item' as per the applicable 
accounting standards and other accounting principles generally accepted in India. 

2. We draw attention to Note No. 5 of the accompanying standalone result regarding 
treatment of Non-Cumulative Preference Shares of Rs.10/- each fully paid up. The 
board of directors had at their meeting, approved for changes/variance in term Non­
cumulative Preference Shares of Rs.10/- each fully paid up. The same was subject to 
approval of shareholder. However, resolution pertaining to above matter has not 
been presented In the Annual General Meeting of the company held 30.09.2019. The 
company was not in the position to ascertain the effect of the Non-Cumulative 
Preference Shares of Rs.10/- each fully paid up as per Ind AS 109 Financial 
Instruments as of now. No effect for the above-mentioned matter has been given to 
the financials result for quarter ended 31st March, 2020 and year to date from 1st 
April, 2019 to 31st March, 2020 respectively. 

Our opinion is not modified in respect of the above matters.
