High BP is
the leading risk factor for
cardiovascular disease
mortality, causing more than
7 million deaths every year
worldwide.

Most of the things that
make us more likely to get
depression are things we can't
control, including our genes,
chemicals in our brain, and our
environment. For many
people, depression starts after
a major life change or trauma.
It can also happen if someone
has  another health problem,
such as cancer, diabetes, or
Parkinson's disease.Aerobic
exercise may help against mild
depression since it raises
endorphin levels and
stimulates the neuro-
transmitter norepinephrine,
which is related to mood. Brain
stimulation therapies -
including electroconvulsive
therapy - are also used in
depression. Repetitive
transcranial magnetic
stimulation sends magnetic
pulses to the brain and may
be effective in major
depressive disorder.

On the other hand, bad
habits such as smoking and
drinking too much alcohol
overburden our already busy
hearts and cause them to
break down. Certain lifestyle
and genetic factors may
contribute to the risks of
developing essential
hypertension. Lifestyle
changes, such as a healthy diet
and increased exercise are
very much important for
everyone with raised blood
pressure.

The disease of corruption in the medical sector
Additional Secretary of Health and
retired Dean of Government Dental
College in Ahmedabad caught red-
handed while accepting a bribe of

Rs. 15 lakhs

Ahmedabad, In
Ahmedabad, Addit ional
Secretary of Health Dinesh
Parmar and retired Dean of
Government Dental College
Girish Parmar have been
caught taking bribe. The
complainant and a fellow
doctor had demanded a
bribe of Rs 30 lakhs to act
in favor of the complainant.
While accepting an advance
of Rs 15 lakhs as bribe, the
ACB successfully caught the
br ibe-tak ing off icer.  A
complaint of extortion was
filed with the Commissioner
of  Heal th Department,
according to information
received from the police.
The complainant was earlier
serving as Deputy Director

(Heal th and Medica l
Services) at Bhavnagar.
During that time, he took
punitive action against the
staf f  of  the Heal th
Department for  bogus
medical practice, and a
complaint of extortion was
filed against the complainant
with the Commissioner of
Health Department. Due to
which the complainant and
his fe l low doctor were
suspended from duty. The
Health Department initiated
a preliminary investigation
against both the doctors and
the investigation officer
completed this departmental
investigation in October-
2024 and submitted his
report in January-2025.

While the accused were
demanding a bribe of Rs. 30
lakhs, the accused No. 2, the
middleman, contacted the
complainant and called him
to meet with the accused
No. 1 to take action in his
favor for the preliminary
investigation against the
complainant and his fellow
doctor.  Therefore,  the
complainant and his fellow

doctor went to Gandhinagar
and met both the accused in
person. Both the accused, in
collusion with each other,
demanded a bribe of Rs. 30
lakhs f rom both the
complainant and his fellow
doctor. Out of this, Rs. 15
lakhs was promised in
advance and the rest was to
be paid after the work was
completed.

Three-year-old girl mauled to death
by leopard in Gujarat’s Junagadh

Ahmedabad, A leopard attacked and mauled a 3-year-old girl
to death in Morasa village of Sutrapada in Junagadh district. The
leopard dragged the innocent child from the courtyard of her
house and killed her. As per information received, Ramesh Chavda,
a labourer residing in Morasa village, was having dinner with his
family on Monday night. His 3-year-old daughter Kundana went
out into the courtyard to wash her hands when a leopard suddenly
attacked, dragged her away, and killed her in the nearby area.
The village Sarpanch, Bahadursingh Gohil, was informed, and he
immediately notified the forest department. Forest officials and
staff rushed to the scene. After a night-long search, the child’s
body was found around 7 am in the bushes near Vokla, and it
was sent for post-mortem to Sutrapada Government Hospital.
